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Since the publication of Flora of North America volume 5, the ninth volume to have been pub-

lished in the Flora series, in early 2005, Guy Baillargeon, Barney L. Lipscomb, Jay A. Raveill

(Taxon Editor), Michael A. Vincent (Taxon Editor), and Kay Yatskievych (Managing Editor

and Production Coordinator) have become members of the Flora of North America Associa-

tion Board of Directors.  The Board succeeded the former Editorial Committee as the result of

a reorganization finalized in 2003, but for the sake of continuity of citation, authorship of Flora

volumes is still to be cited as “Flora of North America Editorial Committee, eds.”

Sadly, in late 2005, two long-standing members of the FNAA Board, John W. Thieret and

Grady L. Webster, passed away.  They will be greatly missed.

The vast majority of editorial processing for the three, simultaneously-published Asteraceae

volumes of the Flora was undertaken at the Botanical Research Institute of Texas in Fort Worth.

Considerable editorial processing of treatments and writing of suprageneric descriptions and

keys were done at the Université de Montréal and at the University of California, Berkeley.

The maps were prepared at the editorial center at the Missouri Botanical Garden in St. Louis

based on taxon distribution statements found in the treatments along with additional data for

the indicators showing occurrence in Alaska, Greenland, and the larger Canadian provinces

and territories.  Pre-press production for the Asteraceae volumes, including typesetting and

layout, plus coordination for all aspects of planning, executing, scanning, and labeling the

illustrations, was done at the the St. Louis center.

In addition to her duties as the project’s Illustrations Coordinator, Yevonn Wilson-Ramsey

prepared the illustrations for most taxa of Senecioneae (except those genera credited to Linny

Heagy), including the color frontispiece depicting Barkleyanthus salicifolius, and taxa of Astereae

(Almutaster, Aster, Baccharis [except B. halimifolia], Bellis, Benitoa, Canadanthus, Conyza,

Eucephalus, Eurybia, Euthamia, Grindelia, Herrickia, Laënnecia, Lessingia, Neonesomia,

Nestotus, Oclemena, Petradoria, Rigiopappus, Stenotus, Symphyotrichum ascendens,  S.

foliaceum, Toiyabea, Tonestus, Townsendia, Tracyina, and Xanthisma).  Other illustrations were

prepared by Barbara Alongi, for taxa of Astereae (Acamptopappus, Amphiachyris, Amphipappus,

Aphanostephus, Astranthium, Bigelowia, Boltonia, Chaetopappa, Chrysoma, Corethrogyne,

Croptilon, Cuniculotinus, Dichaetophora, Eastwoodia, Egletes, Gutierrezia, Gymnosperma,

Hazardia, Ionactis, Isocoma, Monoptilon, Oreochrysum, Oreostemma, Pentachaeta,

Rayjacksonia, Thurovia, Xanthocephalum, and Xylorhiza); by Bee F. Gunn, for taxa of Astereae

(Arida, Baccharis halimifolia, Dieteria, Machaeranthera, Psilactis, and Symphyotrichum

[except S. ascendens and S. foliaceum]); by Linny Heagy, for taxa of Astereae (Chloracantha,

Columbiadoria, Erigeron, Oönopsis, Pyrrocoma, and Triniteurybia) and Senecioneae (Emilia,
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Erechtites, Lepidospartum, Luina, Packera, and Rainiera); by Marjorie C. Leggitt, for taxa of

Astereae (Ampelaster, Bradburia, Brintonia, Chrysopsis, Doellingeria, Heterotheca, Pityopsis,

Sericocarpus, and Solidago); and by John Myers, for taxa of Astereae (Chrysothamnus,

Ericameria, Gundlachia, and Lorandersonia).  Illustrations were scanned by Michael Blomberg

and Fred Keusenkothen.  Composition and labeling of all artwork was completed by John Myers

assisted by Heidi H. Schmidt.
